· the achievements resulting from conducting scientific research, scholarships, awards and a scientific statement obtained in the country or abroad, workshops and scientific training, participation in research projects (20% of the final grade)
· competences to implement the specific tasks in the research project (30% of the final grade)
Scope of task: 
The selected candidate will support the research team, headed by dr hab. Marcin Stonawski prof. UEK, working on qualitative and quantitative research on adaptation strategies and tactics to deal with Venezuelan migrants. The scholarship holder will be responsible for:
· research and analysis of data and literature (desk research),
· conducting fieldwork in Peru, Venezuela, and Europe, including face-to-face in-depth interviews with migrants in Peru and analysis of collected data,
· supporting the preparation of reports and scientific articles as well as project communication activities.

Project description:
The main goal of MICLACAS project is to analyze the coping and adaptation strategies of Venezuelans in different geographic locations: origin (Venezuela), near-destination (Peru) and far destination (Europe). The aim of the project is to gain a deeper understanding of the migration process and whether contemporary Venezuelan coping tactics lead to a more long-term settlement in new, close destinations, or are just short-term survival tactics aimed at raising funds needed to finance further re-emigration to more attractive destinations. In addition, the project also aims to determine whether the ongoing migration crisis in Latin America could have repercussions on other parts of the world, creating a global migration crisis.
