Program
ksztatcenia taczy zagadnienie dyplomacji gospodarczejze strategig gospodarczg panstwa. Zwraca
uwage, ze dyplomacja gospodarcza to nie narzucenie klasycznej dyplomacji zadan promocji intereséw
gospodarczych kraju, lecz budowanie rozwigzan systemowych i strategicznych.
